Implementing:
This year the cultural partnership has invested nearly £70k in supporting local 

festivals, including the Mela, Brunel 200 & Forest Festival.

Influencing:
The cultural partnership has undertaken a vigorous advocacy programme- the 
Manager has met with over 50 key individuals, is a representative on several 

advisory groups, and is hosting an annual conference in the town.

Inspiring:
The cultural partnership manages a number of small projects aimed at inspiring 
cultural development.  These include the commissioning of a short film that was 
shown during the corporate games, and an Art competition that will show local 

artists’ work on town centre hoardings.

The partnership’s role revolves around the medium 
to long term cultural development of Swindon. 

It is not involved in the day-to-day running of arts organisations.
